Film Entry Regulations

Second biennal international caving film festival

La Chapelle-en-Vercors, Drôme (France)

Thursday, August 22 to Sunday 25, 2002

Registration Deadline: June 15, 2002
Deadline for receipt (in La Chapelle) of film entries: July 31, 2002.
Foreward
Spéléovision, the international film festival on caving and canyoning of La Chapelle-en-Vercors is a competitive, international event open to all professional and amateur filmmakers. Every other year in the Vercors Mountains, the festival presents the best films on caving and canyoning in the spirit of adventure and discovery. It provides the opportunity for filmmakers, media professionals and the general public to meet and exchange ideas in the majestic setting of La Chapelle-en-Vercors, a mountain village nestled among the canyons and caves of the Vercors.

There is no fee for film entries, but postage for sending entries must be prepaid by the sender. Entry fees to the festival will help defray some festival costs.

1 - Jurys, prizes and  categories
• A pre-screening committe will view all film entries prior to the festival. The chosen films will be presented before the Jury and the general public during the festival.

The Jury will award prizes in the following categories:

· Spéléovision Grand Pri ze.

· Spéléo Magazine Best Exploration Film

· Conseil Général de la Drôme Best Scientific Film

· Jury Award.

· Young Filmmaker’s Award

Prizes will be awarded in the form of cash and gifts from our sponsors.

Prizes must be awarded directly to the filmmaker or, by default, its producer. 

Special awards may be given at the Jury’s discretion. A film may be awarded more than one prize. 

The Jury reserves the right not to award a prize and its decisions will be considered final and not subject to appeal.

• The public will be asked to vote for a « Peoples’ Choice » Award and votes will be counted by the organisers and calculated according to the proportion of public in attendence at each screening.

• A Junior Jury organised by « l’Hebdo des Juniors » will award the Juniors’ Prize.

• The AON Jury will include representatives from an insurance company, the French Caving Federation Insurance Commission and the French Caving School. It will award the AON prize for the film that best portrays responsible, safe caving.

Winners will be announced during the awards ceremony on Saturday evening, August 25. Winning films and the best films will be projected again throughout the day on Sunday, August 26.

2 – Entry Requirements 

Any film may be submitted for pre-selection that complies with the following criteria : 

· Films that deal with the underground in any way (as well as canyoning);

· Open content format: this includes documentary (scientific, exploration or expedition narratives, etc.), fiction, animated or advertising clips, experimental films and music videos…

· Films may be of any length and submitted by amateurs and professioanls alike ; first to be received will have priority.

· All films must have a title, credits and sound track;

· All entries must be submitted in VHS PAL format (for pre-screening and on-demand festival screening) and in Betacam SP or DV (for the purposes of judging and festival projection).

· Films must not have been made before 1999, and must not have been selected for competition at the previous Spéléovision. 

· Any film involving a member of the Jury or any festival organiser may not compete for prizes at the festival.

3 – Entry Procedures
The deadline for receipt of entries is June 15, 2002. 

Include an email address with your entry for more rapid contact, especially in the event your film is selected for competition. Festival organisers can then request a projection copy more quickly.

Each film entry must include:

· The entry form below, filled out fully and correctly ;

· One copy of the master film in VHS format (Pal, Secam or NTSC); If you are entering more than one film, please submit a separate VHS cassette for each film;

· Two promotional photographs, color slides or high-resolution scanned images on CD-Rom.

· A summary of the film content (maximum 2500 characters) in French (or in English for foreign films);

· A technical summary in French (or in English for foreign films) including the names of the creators and their biographical information (writer, director, composer, etc.) and principle participants (actors, make-up, set design, etc.) as well as a music list (writers, performers, song titles, song lengths).

· Foreign films with soundtracks in any language other than French MUST be accompanied by a French (or English) translation of the text commentary and direct sounds. Each sound intervention must be marked with the corresponding time code.

· Entie forms, along with VHS cassette and promotional photos, must be sent prepaid to: Spéléovision, Maison de l’Aventure, 26420 La Chapelle-en-Vercors, France.

4 – Catalogue and Art and Essay Room
All VHS films submitted for competition (pre-selection) will be:

· shown to the festival public on-demand in the Art and Essay Room 

· included in the official Spéléivision catalogue, which will be available to filmmakers, buyers, distributors, the media and festival organisers.

5 –Shipping Instructions
The projection copy of films selected for competition must arrive prepaid by the sender before July 31, 2002, at:

Films received after this date will not be eligible for official competition in the festival. However, the festival reserves the right to include these films in its program and in the Art and Essay Room for public viewing.

Projection copies will be returned prepaid by the festival, before September 30, 2002. Customs clearances upon return will be the responsibility of the entrant.

Entries will be insured from the time of receipt at the festival until they are returned to the sender. The greatest possible care will be taken to prevent loss or damage but in the event of such, the obligation of the festival is limited to replacement costs.

DO NOT SEND ANY MASTER ORIGINALS.

All foreign entries MUST have an envelope containing the following information attached to the outside of the parcel:

- completed French customs form, which will include the title, duration and value of the video (for customs purposes).

· a statement declaring that 

« Le contenu n'est pas destiné à la vente – pour importation temporaire seulement – et doit être retourné après compétition au Festival Spéléovision de La Chapelle-en-Vercors, des 22-25 août 2002 - (Content not intended for sale. For temporary importation only, to be returned after competition at Speleovision film festival...).»

6 – Festival Promotion 
The festival reserves the right to use portions of and/or complete entries for its promotional purposes. If the entry is used for a television ad, the maximum duration of the clip cannot exceed 3 minutes.

Filmmaker and producer agree to allow a VHS copy of their film to be kept in the Spéléovision festival video library. If a future « Spéléovision Tour » is organized in the Drôme department, filmmakers will be paid a fee based on the running time of the film used.

7 – Invitation to Filmmakers
· All filmmakers are strongly encouraged to attend the festival.

· Filmmakers whose films are selected for competition will be invited as guests of the festival. Room and board will be provided at no cost to one person per film and to one accompanying person if that person stays in the same room.

· The festival can help pay for travel expenses for foreign participants who have presented proof of economic hardship, based on the country of origin and/or the filmmaker’s economic situation.

8 – Young Filmmaker’s Award
A prize will be awarded to a young filmmaker who demonstrate the best spirit of exploration and the promise of creative television talent. 

Special entry regulations:

· Produciton must be completed without professional assistance.

· Maximum age of the filmmaker at time of entry is 25.

· The filmmaker must have no more than five years of amateur film or television experience.

· The filmmaker’s curriculum vitae must accompany the entry;

The prize may or may not be awarded at every session of the festival. Entries must meet all festival regulations and technical requirements, and follow festival entry procedures.

9 – Acceptance
The festival directors alone reserve the right to modify or otherwise interpret these regulations. Shipment of entries implies full and unqulaified acceptance of these regulations by the entrant.
